CITY OF MCGREGOR
Residential Anti-displacement and Relocation
Assistance Plan

The City of McGregor will replace all occupied and
vacant occupiable low/moderate-income dwelling
units demolished or converted to a use other than
as low/moderate-income housing in connection with
an activity assisted with funds provided under the
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974,
as amended, as described in 24 CFR, Part 570.606
and 24 CFR, Part 42.

All replacement housing will be provided within three
years after the commencement of the demolition or
conversion. Before entering into a contract commit-
ting the City to provide funds for an activity that will
directly result in such demolition or conversion the
City will make public and submit to the Minnesota
Department of Employment and Economic Develop-
ment the following information in writing:

1. A description of the proposed assisted activity;

2. The location on a map and number of dwelling
units by size (number of bedrooms) that will be de-
molished or converted to a use other than as low/
moderate-income dwelling units as a direct result
of the assisted activities;

3. A time schedule for the commencement and
completion of the demolition or conversion;

4. The location on a map and the number of dwell-
ing units by size (number of bedrooms) that will be
provided as replacement dwelling units. If such data
are not available at the time of the general submis-
sion, the City will identify the general location on an
area map and the approximate number of dwelling
units by size and provide information identifying the
specific location and number of dwelling units by
size as soon as it is available;

5. The source of funding and a time schedule for the
provision of replacement of dwelling units;

6. The basis for concluding that each replacement
dwelling unit will remain a low/moderate-income
dwelling unit for at least 10 years from the date of
initial occupancy;

7. Information demonstrating that any proposed
replacement of dwelling units with smaller dwelling
units (e.g., a 2-bedroom unit with two 1-bedroom
units) is consistent with the housing needs of low
and moderate-income households in the jurisdic-
tion.

The City of McGregor may request the Minnesota
Department Employment and Economic Develop-
ment to recommend that the U.S. Department
of Housing and Urban Development approve an
exception to required replacement housing if there
is an adequate local supply of vacant low/moderate-
income dwelling units in standard condition. Excep-
tions will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis as
described in 24 CFR, Part 570.488(c)(1)(B).

The City of McGregor will provide relocation as-
sistance, as described in 24 CFR, Part 570.488(c)
(2), to any lower-income person displaced by the
demolition of any dwelling unit or the conversion of
a low/moderate-income dwelling unit to another use
in connection with an assisted activity.

Consistent with the goals and objectives of activities
assisted under the Act, the City will take the follow-
ing steps to minimize the displacement of persons
from their homes:

8. Plan for utility shut-offs at times most convenient
to occupants.

9. Establish temporary relocation facilities.

Definitions for the purpose of this plan are as fol-
lows:

A*“low/moderate-income dwelling unit” is a unit with
a market rental, including utility costs, that does not
exceed the applicable fair market rent for existing
housing and moderate rehabilitation, as established
under the Section 8 existing housing program.

A “vacant occupiable dwelling unit” is a vacant unit
that is in standard condition; or in substandard
condition, suitable for rehabilitation; or in dilapidated
condition and occupied less than three months from
the date of the grantee agreement.

An “occupiable dwelling unit” is a unit that is in
standard condition or has been raised to a standard
condition from a substandard condition, suitable for
rehabilitation.

A“standard condition dwelling unit” is a well-built unit
with adequate space for persons living there. There
are no major defects in the structure and only minor
maintenance is required. Such dwelling will have
the following characteristics: reliable roofs; sound
wells and foundations; adequate and stable floors,
walls and ceilings; surfaces and woodwork that are
not seriously damaged nor have paint deteriora-
tion; sound windows and doors; adequate heating,
plumbing, and electrical systems which don’t present
safety hazards; adequate insulation for local climatic
conditions; and is in compliance with local building
and housing codes.

A “substandard condition dwelling unit, suitable for
rehabilitation” will show a lot of deferred mainte-
nance with permanent damage to structural items.
Conditions contributing to substandard dwelling,
include but are not limited to, sagging, cracked,
rotting, or leaking roofs, walls, foundations, ceilings,
floors, doors, and windows; deteriorated surfaces
and woodwork; unreliable heating, plumbing, or
electrical systems which present safety hazards or
inadequate insulation. The cost of rehabilitating the
unit to a standard condition should not exceed the
market value of the dwelling.

Resolution of Adoption of Residential Anti-
displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan

If I discover truth from the
Bible, how do | know the Bible is
true? There s a world of objective
evidence, both external and inter-
nal, that says the Bible is true.

External evidence proves the
Bible is a historical book that
you can rely on. There are 5,366
copies of the Bible dating from
the time it was written to just 70
years afterwards. That fact dispels
the urban legend that the Bible
was changed as it passed through
generations and languages.

External evidence also in-
cludes many archeological dis-
coveries. For example, historians
used to say that Solomon couldn t
have had the horses the Bible says
he had because no one had horses
at that time. But then thousands
of horse stables were found in an
archeological dig.

There s also the internal evi-
dence of the Bible itself. In a court
of law, a prosecutor with two or
three eyewitness accounts has a
good chance of making his case.
The Bible is lled with eyewitness
accounts. Moses was there when
the Red Sea split; Joshua was there
to watch Jericho fall; the disciples
saw the resurrected Jesus.

The internal evidence of the
Bible also includes the fact that it
tells one story with consistency
though it was written over 1,500
years on three different continents
by 40 different authors from

every walk of life. No human
being could account for that. It's
an amazing example of God s
abilities.

The Bible says, There snoth-
ing like the written Word of
God for showing you the way to
salvation through faith in Christ
Jesus. Every part of Scripture is
God-breathed and useful one way
or another  showing us truth,
exposing our rebellion, correcting
our mistakes, training us to live
God s way. Through the Word
we are put together and shaped
up for the tasks God has for us
(2 Tim. 3:15 17, MSG).
