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involved by the participants – 
the efforts of the kids for sure 
– but also the obvious work 
put in by their teachers, music 
directors, coaches, as well as 
parents and other volunteers to 
make it all work. 

Would we have attended all 
these events without my need 
to write an article or provide 
some photos for the paper? In 
all honesty the answer would 
be no. But, also in honesty, I 
can say we would have made 
some of them, as we have 
always enjoyed these events, 
even after our kids had grown 
beyond them back in the cities. 
For those of you who have not 
taken in a concert, or a game, 
because you have no chil-
dren/grandchildren involved, 
I strongly encourage you to 
do so. Athletic events con-
tinue into the new year, and 
there will be another round 
of concerts coming. I believe 
I can promise you will be 
entertained, and maybe even 
uplifted, by doing so.

Other “gems” we have 
found along the way:

• The Minnesota Military 

Museum at Camp Ripley. If 
you enjoy history, this is a fun 
place, as the museum takes 
you through Minnesota’s 
military history from statehood 
through current service. There 
is also an outdoor display 
with fi ve helicopters (for this 
kid who grew up watching 
“Whirlybirds” on TV - way 
cool), as well as tanks, can-
nons, trucks and troop car-
riers. Defi nitely worth a visit 
and the admission price.

• “Bentleyville.” While I’m 
not sure it is worth a special 
trip, unless you are really into 
holiday lighting, I would call 
it a “don’t miss it” if you are 
going to be in the Duluth 
area during late November-
December.

• The St. Louis County 
Depot Street Arts Festival. 
We happened upon this after 
reading about it in the Duluth 
newspaper. It was the fi rst 
ever last July, a day of free 
entertainment provided via a 
sampling of music and dance 
performances provided by 
Duluth-area organizations – 
from teens to adults – from 

opera to belly dancing – every 
half hour, something differ-
ent on stage. We didn’t even 
get to take advantage of the 
free museum entrance for the 
day. (If you like trains, the 
train museum in the basement 
of the Depot is pretty neat. 
Kids of all ages are allowed to 
explore, that is climb into, a 
number of the locomotives and 
cars on display.)

• The Duluth Playhouse 
and Reif Center (Grand Rap-
ids) for opportunities to attend 
plays and concerts. We have 
attended both - performed 
by both adults as well as high 
school age performers.

So, without even mention-
ing Wild Rice Days and Corn 
Feeds, Fish House Parades, 
Hey Days and Wrong Days, 
Firefi ghter contests, Mountain 
Men parading in February, 
Harvest festivals, and all the 
other things going on in the 
immediate area – we have 
found no shortage of oppor-
tunities to explore and enjoy 
our still relatively new full-time 
home. More to come, I’m sure.
