The Bible says that Jesus was
full of grace and truth. Truth is
not a principle. Truth is a person;
truth is Jesus Christ.

One of the clearest and best-
known statements by Jesus is, |
am the way, the truth, and the life.
No one can come to the Father
except through me (John 14:6,
NLT).

Notice Jesus says, | am the
truth He doesn t say truth is
a religion, or a ritual, or a set of
rules and regulations. He says 1.
Truth is a person.

This is what separates Jesus
Christ from every other leader
of every other faith. Other lead-
ers have said, | m looking for

the truth, or I m teaching the
truth, or | point to the truth,
or | m a prophet of truth. Je-
sus comes and says, | am the
truth.

A lot of people say, | think
Jesus was just a great teacher.
But he couldn t be just that: No
great teacher would claim to be
God if he wasn t. Either Jesus is
conning 2.3 billion people who
believe a lie, or he was nuts, or
Jesus is who he said he was.

Everybody s betting their life
on something. I m betting my life
that Jesus is who he said he was.

What do you do with the truth
once you ve discovered it? Four
things:

1. Believe the truth!

2. Do the truth  Truthis not
just an intellectual exercise; it's
something you obey.

3. Stand for the truth  The

Bible tells us our responsibility is
to never oppose the truth but to

stand for it at all times.

4. Spread the truth. — The
Bible says, Let everything you
do re ect your love of the truth
and the fact that you were in
dead earnest about it (Titus
2:7). There s a lot in the Bible
that I don t understand and that
makes me uncomfortable. But
the fact is, it is the truth. It is a
map that always takes me where
it promises.

No coincidences in the Kingdom

When they came to a place
called The Skull, they nailed him
to the cross. And the criminals were
also cruci ed one on his right
and one on his left (Luke 23:33,
NLT).

The early 1960s saw a TV
program by Rod Serling called
The Twilight Zone. The TV series
used unexplained phenomena and
coincidences to help lay out plots
and keep the audience guessing
about outcomes. The writers use
of coincidence oftentimes was
timed to build a plot of prosperous
conclusions.

The older | get the clearer |
see that in the Kingdom of God
there are no coincidences and no
preposterous conclusions.

For example, last January we
built a cross in Boschwaba, South
Africa, that was to be the model for
future crosses around the world.
We spent considerable time and
effort researching lumber sizes and
dimensions and working to stan-
dardize all future crosses.

In a few days we will be return-
ing to South Africa to build three
more crosses. Having predeter-
mined our timber requirements last
January, we set out to place an order
for the timbers for the three crosses

only to nd that the timber had
been discontinued. We tried many
retail sources and could not nd the
correct dimensions.

When our search failed, we

asked the retailer from last year s
cross who made the timber. He
gave us the e-mail contact for the
manufacturer we made e-mail
contact and ordered the construc-
tion of timbers to our speci cations
direct from the manufacturer. The
company was happy to receive the
order. A few weeks went by, and
we did not receive the price for the
crosses. We contacted the manufac-
turer again by e-mail, and they said
they would get back to us.

Because we raise funds for each
project, it is necessary to have the
cost of the crosses. Several more
weeks went by, and we called Africa
to talk with the manufacturer. When
we made phone contact the sup-
plier apologized for not e-mailing
promptly but that they were a family
business, and he was waiting for
other family members to respond
to his request his request of his
family was to provide the crosses
for us at no charge. Shortly before
our phone call he had received the
okay.

God works in mysterious and
wonderful ways, and again I Il say
there are no coincidences in the
Kingdom of God. As we board the
plane to South Africa, the rst of
the crosses has been delivered with
the second one to be delivered as
we arrive with the third to follow in
a few days.

Are we excited to see what
God is going to do while we are in

Africa? You bet for we know that
in the Kingdom of God there are no
coincidences.

Whenever three crosses are
mentioned, my mind automatically
goes back more than 2,000 years
to a hill outside of Jerusalem called
Golgotha or the Skull. This is where

Jesus and two thieves were executed
by way of the cross. So the cross
became the symbol for which we
give God glory for sending His son
Jesus Christ to die for our sins and
his ultimate victory over sin through
His miracle of resurrection.

Now 2,000 years later, we are
leaving for Johannesburg, South
Africa, as our many months of
preparation now become reality.
So it stands to reason that if we
are on a mission ordained by God
that a miracle should accompany
what we are doing. Certainly the
provision for the three crosses is a
miracle simply because there are
no coincidences in the Kingdom
of God.
