They are simply unaware how you 
can dry up spiritually whenever 
you miss fellowship with other 

believers. In fact, you need to be 
in constant contact with other 
Christians, even beyond what you 
get on Sunday. You need more 
than just a ÒSunday Þ x.Ó Every 
Christian needs a balance between 
large group celebration/worship 
and small group fellowship.

You need a big group so you 
can say, ÒIÕm a part of something 
signiÞ cant.Ó But you canÕt share 
prayer requests within a large 
group; you canÕt pray for each 
other; you canÕt even know ev-
erybody. So you need to be in a 
small group, also.

WhatÕs the result of getting 
together with other believers? ÒTwo 
are better than one, because they 
have a good return for their work: 
If one falls down, his friend can help 
him up. But pity the man who falls 
and has no one to help him up!Ó
