It’s a classic love story. They went to McGregor High School 
together. He was on the football team, and she was a cheerleader. 
These activities meant that they would spend much time around each 
other, and Lawrence (Pudge) Fulton found himself drawn to the 
beautiful Joyce Sanda. She couldn’t � gure him out. He was a chal-
lenge . . . but he had “dreamy eyes” she couldn’t resist. They were 
married February 13, 1960, and � fty years later, they’re still together.

Joyce shared what initially attracted her to the man who would 
become her life partner.

“I was mayor of McGregor, but when I started working construc-
tion, I was out of town a lot, so I had to hand in my resignation,” 
Pudge shared. He was also in the Lion’s Club and on the � re depart-
ment for over 30 years. Joyce worked as McGregor’s high school 
secretary from 1963 to 1997.

In the eighties the couple started Fulton’s Trailer Court (until 
the year 2000 when Boyds bought it). Working together, the couple 
raised their three children, Lynette, Lori and Larry, who all were 
McGregor graduates.

For young couples contemplating marriage, Joyce and Pudge 
stressed the importance of being friends. “You have to be friends too, 
because when you get older, your kids are grown up and have their 
own lives, and you have your best friend,” said Joyce. 

Over 
the years, Pudge and Joyce have enjoyed bowling and snowmobil-
ing with other couples. They now live on Fleming Lake where Pudge 
enjoys � shing, and sometimes Joyce joins him. “But now we have our 
two little grandsons [Isaac, 4, and Tyler, 5 months] to keep us enter-
tained,” Joyce commented.
