   There is an amazing, incredible and all-encom-
passing promise in Philippians 4:19 (NIV) regard-
ing provision: “... God will meet all your needs 
according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus.”

Note the fi rst two words: “God will …” It 
doesn’t say, “He might meet your needs,” it says, 
“He will meet your needs.” It’s written as a fact; 
God is staking his character and his reputation on 
it.

Then the Bible says, “God will meet all. ...” It 
doesn’t say, “I’ll meet some of your needs.” It says 
all.

Now, understand that it doesn’t say, “I’ll meet 
all your greeds.” There’s a big difference between 
needs and wants. As a parent, do you give your 
kids everything they want? I hope you don’t. You 
don’t do that because you love them. And your 
heavenly Father loves you. He’s not going to give 
you everything you want because if he did, you’d 
be spoiled to death.

He won’t give us everything we want, but he 
will give us what we need. Then why do you have 
fi nancial needs? Did God fail? Did he lie? Exag-
gerate?

No! With every promise, there is a premise;

“You can be sure that God will take care of everything you need, his 
generosity exceeding even yours in the glory that pours from Jesus.” 
—Philippians 4:19 (MSG)

there are conditions and requirements. When God 
makes a promise, he says, “I’ll do my part and 
you do your part.” God’s wisdom, his fi nancial 
principles are clearly laid out for us in his Word. 
Although the Bible discusses many aspects of 
fi nancial health, including principles of saving, 
spending, giving, investing and stewardship, over 
the next few days we’re going to look at fi ve spe-
cifi c conditions for fi nancial stability.

First, ask for his help – Jesus says, “Ask, using 
my name, and you will receive, and you will have 
abundant joy” (John 16:24, NLT). Here’s a good 
rule: Before you pay for it, pray for it. Give God 
a chance to provide before you go out and charge 
it. You probably depend more on your charge card 
than you do Jesus Christ.

• Why does God want me to ask? So he can 
give.

• Why does he want to give? So I can receive.
• Why does he want me to receive? So I’ll be 

full of joy.
• Why does he want me to be full of joy? It’s a 

great advertisement for Jesus Christ. Joyful Chris-
tians are a positive testimony.

Pastor Rick Warren made the following comment in 
a post on his Facebook page: "Never confuse forgiveness 
and trust. Forgiveness must be immediate and uncondi-
tional. Trust must be re-earned over time."

I found this especially interesting since I've recently 
been part of an ongoing group discussion on the topic 
of forgiveness. Someone posed the question, "How do 
we trust those who continue to sin against us after we've 
forgiven them multiple 
times for the same 
type of offense?"

That's a very good 
question, and I would 
never presume to have 
a pat and easy answer 
to that question, but 
as the discussion pro-
gressed, the following 
thought occurred to 
me: the expectation that we can or should be able to 
trust our fellow human beings should be tempered with 
the realization that even those most worthy of our trust 
– those who truly love us and would never want to hurt 
us – in all likelihood will eventually do something that 
leaves us feeling hurt or betrayed or just very disap-
pointed, and our trust in them will be compromised. 
Therefore, while trust is an essential part of any good 
relationship, maybe we shouldn't expect to be able to 
trust others 100 percent.

Now, if we deal with someone who habitually of-
fends, asks forgiveness, and then repeats the offense, 
our responsibility is to forgive that person every time. 
The next move? Pray for that person, and trust GOD to 
deal with whatever underlying issue in his or her life is 
causing this behavior. And then the next time that person 
comes along and commits the same old sin against you, 
trust that your prayers are at work in this person's life. 
Trust that God is dealing with the issue and change is 
on its way.  

As I said, I don't want to sound trite when it comes 
to an issue that can be complicated and painful, but 
sometimes we think it's up to us to "fi x" someone else 
when we need to step back and let God take care of the 
matter. 

So we forgive them, we pray for them, and we get 
out of the way and let God do what He will.
