“If the Son sets you free, you will be free

indeed” (John 8:36).

When we think of assets
and liabilities, our minds go
to nances to the things we
own and the things we owe
on. Those things in our favor
are assets, whereas all of our
debts work against us.

The Bible looks at other
kinds of debts and liabilities.
Sins are referred to as debts.
In the Lord s prayer, Jesus
says, Forgive us our debts,
as we also have forgiven our
debtors (Mat. 6:12). And
in Galatians 5:17 21, Paul
looks at the sins of mankind
in this way: The acts of the
sinful nature are obvious:
sexual immorality, impurity
and debauchery; idolatry and
witchcraft; hatred, discord,
jealousy, ts of rage, sel sh
ambition, dissensions, fac-
tions and envy; drunkenness,
orgies, and the like.

Paul couldn t possibly men-
tion all the sins we can commit,
such as gossip, pride, lying,
arrogance, and the list goes on.
But he does make it clear that
sins are counted against us; they
are debts and liabilities.

| have never met anyone
who wanted to be in debt. |
sure don t. | don t want to
owe anybody, especially God.
These sinful debts need to
be paid off. You can t go to
a bank and take out a loan

to pay off these debts no
amount of money can.

Only Christ can! And the
coolest thing is that He already
has! He did it on the cross.
When we believe in what Jesus
did for us and ask Him to
forgive our sins, it is done!

All the prophets testify
about Him that everyone who
believes in Him receives for-
giveness of sins through His
name (Acts 10:43).

That s how you take care
of your debts. Now let s look
at your assets. When you come
to Christ, you receive new as-
sets upon assets.

Continuing in Galatians
5:22, Paul writes about some
of the spiritual assets we re-
ceive from Jesus. But the fruit
of the Spirit is love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness and
self-control. This fruit comes
only through the Holy Spirit,
and the Holy Spirit comes
only through Jesus. Also,
through the same Spirit, we
receive spiritual gifts such as
the gift of wisdom, knowledge,
prophecy, faith, miracles, heal-
ing, teaching, helps, tongues,
interpretation, administration,
giving, service, mercy, lead-
ership, and so many more.
God becomes your provider,
your healer, your guide and

counselor. There is nothing in
Heaven or on Earth that God
can t do for you.

What a beautiful feeling it
is to be debt free. In the same
way, count yourselves dead to

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sin but alive to God in Christ
Jesus. Therefore do not let sin
reign in your mortal body so
that you obey its evil desires.
Do not offer the parts of your
body to sin, as instruments of
wickedness, but rather offer
yourselves to God, as those
who have been brought from
death to life; and offer the
parts of your body to him

as instruments of righteous-
ness. For sin shall not be your
master, because you are not
under law, but under grace
(Romans 6:11 14).

How easy is that? No
tricks!
