My husband waited years to get his truck. 
He had to endure economy hatchbacks, fuel-ef-
fi cient sedans and even a minivan before fi nally 
grabbing the carrot that had hung for so long 
just beyond his reach: a real live man vehicle! 
My husband’s truck was more than transporta-
tion.  It was mansportation. It was love. 

The way they found each other was noth-
ing less than magic. After years of waiting, one 
single classifi ed ad caught my husband’s twin-
kling eye. Of all the ads, in all the papers, he 
had to pick that one. The rest is history. It was 
a love story for all times: one man, one truck 
and one road.

You know what they say about love: it is 
a tenuous gift, vulnerable to the elements of 
nature – including snowstorms and being 
hit head-on by a Pontiac. And, even when a 
vehicular accident is zero-percent your fault, if 
the insurance adjuster decides that your truck 
is totaled, there is nothing you can do about it, 
except ask to borrow your wife’s minivan.

One day my husband’s truck was in its 
place in our garage. The next it was in a place 
I like to think of as motor vehicle heaven. The 
poor guy went from mansportation to minivan 
in one fell swoop. 

The accident that destroyed my husband’s 
testosterone-on-wheels took all of a couple of 
seconds, but his journey into the land of grief 
was just starting. Psychologists and other ex-
perts trained in areas such as death and the loss 
of trucks say that any life-altering event can 
trigger a grief response that is characterized by 
certain well-known stages.

Stage one is denial.  Following his accident, 
my husband got a ride home, came into the 
house, asked me about my day, and after about 
10 minutes of chitchat told me that he’d gotten 

into a “little fi nder-bender” that left his truck 
with a “dent” in the bumper.

He left out the fact that the dent was the size 
of Montana.

The second stage of grief is pain. When you 
are in your truck and see another vehicle com-
ing at you head-on, your natural tendency is 
to tense every 
muscle in your 
body, bracing 
for the impact. 
This provides 
a workout 
equal to three 
triathlons and 
a two-hour 
Pilates session. 
By the morn-
ing following 
the accident, my husband was aching in places 
he didn’t know could ache. If a personal trainer 
could fi gure out a way to create a similar work-
out without crashing any vehicles, I bet he’d be 
famous – or at least in awesome shape.

Third stage: Anger and bargaining. My 
husband was angry that his truck was totaled. 
He bargained with the insurance company for a 
fair settlement, which I now know is as likely as 
lightening striking in the same place twice.

Depression, refl ection and loneliness mark 
the fourth stage of grief. When a man realizes 
that his truck is gone for good, he is bound to 
be depressed and lonely. My husband probably 
refl ected on all the good times he and his truck 
had together. The ice storms of winter required 
no more than a fl ip of the four-wheel drive
