to exact consumption, Paukert 
indicated that “without every-
body turning in readings, how 
[can] you know?”

“I think a city needs to 
know how much water they are 
producing and how much water 
your residents are consuming,” 
Vandal concluded, “So that 
means to read every meter every 
month, and however that needs 
to get done is up to the council.”

Vandal stated that radio read 
meters are not realistic. The 
council discussed the option of 
adding a penalty for those who 
do not read their meters. Some 
cities charge $25 each time a 
meter is not read and turned in.

Mayor Farley said, “It’s to 
[the customer’s] better interest 
in case there is a leak, we hate to 
have to charge.” Clerk/Treasurer 
Judy Cirilli pointed out that 
many meters are inconveniently 
located. 

Vandal and the city council 
discussed the merits of smoke 
testing. Smoke testing is the 
process for discovering sewer 
gas leaks. Vandal and the coun-
cil discussed whether or not the 
city should participate in smoke 
testing that is site specifi c or “all 
out smoke testing of the city.” 
Paukert pointed out that a lot 
of the in-fl ow is probably sump 
pumps and foundation drains 
that are pumped into the sewer 
system. Vandal said that it is dif-
fi cult to fi x but residents doing 
this “is to the detriment to the 
system.”

A discussion followed 
regarding options for reducing 
water entering the sewer system. 

Olson asked, “How many sump 
sumps do you think we have in 
the city that are going into the 
sewer?” Paukert pointed out 
that there are many that do and 
some foundation drains feed 
directly into the sewer.

“It’s over a lot of homes. It’s 
a lot of gallons,” said Paukert. 
At one point the school had a 
roof drain that went into the 
sewer. That problem has since 
been fi xed.

Paukert explained the devel-
opments in well-head protec-
tion. He has been getting up to 
speed with a representative from 
the Rural Water Association. It 
was suggested that it would be 
a good idea to send out mail-
ers seeking residents willing to 
seal their wells for the benefi t of 
well-head protection and with 
the help of grant money. If the 
well is in the well-head protec-
tion area, more grant funds are 
available. 

There has been a problem 
with a lateral sewer pipe from 
the McGregor Clinic, a pipe 
that has apparently been dam-
aged by unfortunate light pole 
placement. The light pole will 
need to be moved and cement 
work will be needed as well as a 
possible need for re-curbing. “It 
was fi xed once,” explained Jerry 
Farley. “Then they had a huge 
fl ood in there.” The council 
discussed what to contribute to 
the project. Farley said that the 
pipe freezes every winter and 
needs to be properly insulated 
and repaired correctly. Larry 
Turner suggested to the Mayor: 
“Negotiate the best way you 

know how.”
On April 29 from 5:00-8:00 

p.m. (or perhaps a little later) 
at the community center, the 
McGregor Fire department is 
putting on a spaghetti supper 
for the benefi t of the Playground 
Initiative. “[It’s] for the last big 
push on the playground equip-
ment,” Larry Turner reported. 
“There’s going to be a lot of 
silent auction stuff there.”

Continuing with Community 
Center business, Cirilli said, 
“I have sent out a few letters 
asking people who are in the 
heating business or the electric 
business to make some sugges-
tions on how the heating system 
at the community center can be 
modifi ed.”

Responses have been re-
ceived. Turner had some obser-
vations regarding the construc-
tion of the community center: 
“Sheet metal building on the 
outside draws cold. I don’t even 
know what is in the wall, but 
it can penetrate right into that 
wall and that’s why those chairs 
are always cold.” Turner also 
suggested that the community 
center is getting frost under-
neath because doors are shifting 
inside in the winter.

Olson reported that the 
library has a damaged wall: 
“There is a crack in the wall…
and it broke some panels.” The 
damage will be assessed. Luckily 
Olson saved some panels from 
the project which were to be dis-
carded that might prove helpful 
in the repairs.

The next city council meet-
ing is on April 19, 2011.
