In her teens she worked at Wades Resort and 
then was a cook at a logging camp. Ruby was united in marriage 
to Joseph A. Reich on May 2, 1930. They moved to a 40 acre 
farm seven miles from where Ruby grew up.  In 1945, Joseph 
passed away due to complications from a logging accident.  Ruby 
was united in marriage to friend and neighbor Joseph C. Jewell 
on April 17, 1946. Together they purchased 300 acres adjoin-
ing Ruby’s original 40 acres. In 1968 they moved to Rossburg 
and spent their retirement years on their hobby farm. Ill health 
required them to give up the farm and they moved to Brainerd. 
After regaining their health, they volunteered at Brainerd State 
Hospital and Bethany Nursing Home in arts and crafts. They also 
assisted in getting thirty patients to Sunday church services. They 
made many beautiful and lasting friendships during these years. 
After eight years, they moved back to Aitkin where their home 
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became well known as the fl ower place. In 2000, they moved out 
of town to their nephew’s home on Old River Road where they 
again had many plants and animals.

Funeral services were held Tuesday, April 26, 2011, at St. 
Johns Lutheran Church in Aitkin. Reverend David Becker offi ci-
ated. Burial will be in Hebron Cemetery.
