prescribed fire is the only safe alternative to maintaining
a healthy and productive marsh.

Another common question asked is: Doesn’t fire de-
stroy the wildflowers?

Again prescribed fire is used to maintain certain hab-
itats and those flowering species which occur in these
habitats are adapted to exist with fire, and in fact are per-
petuated by fire.

Rice Lake Refuge has a total of eleven burn units, five
of which are in the plans to burn this spring. The total
acreage of these six units is 1,651 acres.  The refuge will
conduct prescribed burns every spring, but will not burn
the same units every year.  A  burn rotation schedule is
followed.

Planned burns vary from two to five years.  One unit
may be burned in the spring and then  in the fall of the
following year to clean up the woody vegetation that was
killed with the spring burn. Before a planned burn can
occur, it must be in prescription.

Factors like temperature, wind speed, wind direction,
relative humidity, equipment, and personnel required for
a safe burn must be present and comply with an approved
