What do we have to hope for?
In Sunday’s Bible study 

we were discussing hope. The 
subject seemed timely because 
there’s a sense of hopelessness 
in the world today. 

As a Christian I feel that so-
ciety is losing its moral compass. 
One member of the study felt as 
though things were moving too 
fast and that God was being taken 
out of everything instead of honor-
ing Him. Some were concerned 
about keeping their jobs and pay-
ing bills. With the economy as it is, 
many people are even losing their 
homes. We talked about our chil-
dren and grandchildren’s futures. 
Our hope can also be challenged 
by the media bombarding us with 
negativity.

Well, let me reassure you 
there’s no need for us to lose hope.

Just like an actor, you can fake it, but you’re not wired 
for your emotions to change on command. Have you ever told 
a little kid, “Be happy!”

If love were just an emotion, then God couldn’t command 
it.

is the smallest seed you plant in 
the ground. Yet when planted, it 
grows and becomes the largest of 
all garden plants.” 

   
The most powerful examples 

in the Bible of return on invest-
ment are in the many stories 
of a seed. The tiniest of seed 
becomes the biggest tree – my 
challenge is to plant the seed, 
water it, and be patient enough 
to watch it grow.

The word seed appears 257 
times in the King James Ver-
sion of the Bible. Obviously, the 
Holy Spirit is trying to tell me 
something.

There are more than 1,200 
varieties of bamboo in the world 
with varying growth spurts, and 
here is a story of one bamboo 
tree (with so many varieties, I’ve 
been unable to pin down which 
one, but as you read on, you’ll 
get the picture).

Take a little seed, plant it, 

water it and fertilize it for a 
whole year – absolutely noth-
ing happens. Take the same 
seed the second year, water and 
continue to fertilize it – nothing 
happens. The third year, water 
and fertilize it – again nothing 
happens.

One year was tough, two 
years diffi cult, and now a third 
year is almost unbearable. Dis-
couragement fl oods in! 

Water and fertilize it a fourth 
year – nothing happens. Utter 
frustration replaces discourage-
ment!

The fifth year, water and 
fertilize haphazardly as “no hope” 
describes the situation. . . . Then 
the bamboo tree sprouts. It grows 
90 feet in six weeks resulting in a 
gigantic return on investment!

Patience looks different to 
all; it depends on your perspec-
tive! 

Five years at age one is a 
lifetime. Five years at age ten is 
half a lifetime. Five years at age 
fi fty is 10 percent of a lifetime.
