That’s the power of praying 
with other people. 

Ask yourself, “Who am I consistently pray-
ing with on a regular basis?” You may be saying 
you’ve never prayed with anybody before, and 
it scares you to death. It’s okay to start slow: 
when you get together with fi ve or six other 
friends, you don’t have to pray if you don’t 
want to; you can sit there and be quiet. 

Then, after several weeks, as you become 
more comfortable, you can begin to participate 
more in the group’s prayers. You’ll fi nd a new 
level of stability in your life.

If you’ve never prayed with other people, 
start by praying aloud when you’re alone. I do 
most of my praying on the freeway. I’m driving 
down the road and praying out loud: “Lord, 
here are some things I want to talk with you 
about today.” 

Another suggestion is to pray at meals. Our 
family holds hands together; sometimes we pray 
sentence prayers – thank you prayers to God 
for what he has done for us.

Praying together is one form of worshiping 
God.
