The apostle Paul was an un-
compromising teacher/preacher 
of the gospel of Jesus Christ. This 
aggressive persecutor of Chris-
tians had a fi rsthand and personal 
encounter with Jesus that forever 
changed his life and the lives of 
many throughout generations 
(including our own generation) 
as the Holy Spirit inspired him 
to write much of the New Testa-
ment. (If you want to read this 
account for yourself, check out 
Acts chapter 19.)

Jesus identified Himself to 
Paul saying, “I am Jesus whom 
thou persecutest.” Paul had no 
problem from then on proclaim-
ing the Deity and Messiahship 
of Jesus.

In 2 Corinthians 11:3, 4, Paul 
strongly rebukes and exhorts some 
in the Corinth church that he fears 
for them. Why? He states that as 
the serpent (Satan) beguiled Eve 
through his cunning, trickery and 
outright deception he was afraid 
that their minds should be cor-
rupted from the simple message 
of salvation, the gospel of Jesus 
Christ.

He goes so far as to state 
that if someone comes preaching 
ANOTHER JESUS, ANOTHER 
SPIRIT, or ANOTHER GOS-
PEL, they might well accept the 
‘new teaching’ that would lead to 
their eternal damnation. 

He goes on to say in verses 
13–15 that these persons teaching 
another way of salvation are false 
apostles, deceitful workers, and 
pretending to represent Christ. 
He says that’s no surprise because 
Satan himself is transformed into 
an angel of light. . . . Therefore, it is 
no great thing if his ministers also 
can be transformed as ministers 
of righteousness. The apostle Paul 
says it is possible to be duped. 

The following is published 
by Rose Publishing called, Chris-
tianity, Cults & Religions, and I 
will condense as space wouldn’t 
permit to print all.

“The founder of Christianity 
is Jesus Christ, founded about AD 
30–33. Jesus is God, the second 
Person of the Trinity. As God the 
Son, He has always existed and 
was never created. He is fully God 
and fully man (the two natures 
joined, not mixed). As the second 
Person of the Trinity, He is coequal 
with God the Father and the Holy 

Spirit. In becoming man, He was 
begotten through the Holy Spirit 
and born of the virgin Mary.
