I am ready!

All my life I have believed 
in Jesus and Heaven. As I grew 
older, that belief became stron-
ger. It gives me so much peace 
that Jesus walks with me.

I am 84 years old – will be 85 
in July – and I want to document 
my feelings during the recent few 
months. 

I was feeling � ne up until 
January when I thought I had 
caught the “bug” that had in-
vaded McGregor: runny nose, 
constant drainage, which caused 
a lot of coughing. There didn’t 
seem like there would be a way 
to take care of it except a lot of 
rest, which I got. That problem 
seemed to clear up, but I didn’t 
have any ambition and it seemed 
like my breathing was getting a 
little short. This slowly got worse 
and I became a “couch potato.”

I was going to clean my cat’s 
box Saturday, March 26, morn-
ing, and I could not do it. I didn’t 
have the strength or the breath. 
I waited until I had enough 
strength and breath to get to my 
phone to call my parish nurse, 
but I could not get an answer. 
I then called 911 and asked for 
the McGregor ambulance, and 
they would be right out. About 
three minutes later, I heard a 
man’s voice say he was coming 
in. It was a deputy sheriff who 
was in the area when my call 
went out, and he immediately 
stopped to sit with me until the 
ambulance arrived – bless his 
heart. It really helped me, and 
this was very scary. He stayed 
there the whole while until I was 
in the ambulance and on my way 
to the hospital in Aitkin.

I was given oxygen the mo-
ment the ambulance arrived and 
have been on it ever since – thank 
goodness! We arrived at the ER 

in the Aitkin hospital where the 
personnel were waiting to prod, 
poke, hook up machines to me, 
x-ray, etc. Later in the after-
noon, I was � nally put in a room 
in the hospital. My son John was 
called, and he immediately came 
up from his home in St. Paul.

Sunday afternoon a doctor 
visited me and told me the results 
of all those test the day before. 
Pneumonia was found in my left 
lung and a mass of something on 
my right lung that they would 
have to take a biopsy of Monday. 
So I was kept as comfortable as 
possible until that time came. My 
son John arrived and took on 
everything that had to be taken 
care of. He took a room at the 
40 Club Motel a short ways from 
the hospital. John got in touch 
with my Power of Attorney I 
had up here, Todd Streeter, and 
they have worked together on 
my problems.

Monday I was put under and 
had the biopsy of my right lung. 
That afternoon a doctor came 
to visit me with the results. It 
is a very fast growing, inoper-
able cancer that chemo will not 
help. They could try radiation, 
but that would be experimental. 
I asked how long I have and 
was told two months or a little 
more. It was a shock, but I also 
had comfort in it. I thought of 
Heaven, seeing Jesus, Mark 
and Arne, and I was at peace. 
The doctor wanted to know 
if I wanted some medication, 
but when I said no, I was � ne 
with the verdict, I think he was 
shocked.

Arrangements were made 
to put me in an assisted living 
facility. Here, John took over 
comparing places and compar-
ing different hospice caregivers. 
Heartland Village in McGregor 
was chosen, and I was moved 
from Riverwood Hospital to it. 

John, Gregg Vorbeck and Todd 
Streeter moved in some of my 
furniture, my clothes and even 
my TV and computer! Bless 
them.

So here I am, waiting for my 
next adventure: going to Heaven. 
It is really exciting; taking my 
very last trip! I just hope and pray 
that my Lord keeps me comfort-
able until it is His time to take me 
on my � nal adventure.

So be happy for me; you 
know how I love to travel, and it 
will be very interesting to � nd out 
who my tour guides will be and 
what sort of transportation I will 
be using to get to my mansion in 
the sky. One night that question 
was answered while I slept. “You 
will be using your own legs and 
walking on a well-used trail”!

God bless all of you, and I 
hope that someday we can all 
meet again at one of our man-
sions and continue our Pine 
Needles & Pens meetings.
