Riverwood joins Minnesota Time Out Campaign
AITKIN, Minn.—River-

wood Healthcare Center has 
joined the Minnesota Time 
Out Campaign, an effort by 
the Minnesota Safe Surgery 
Coalition to eliminate wrong-
site surgical/invasive proce-
dure events by conducting a 
robust “Time Out” for every 
patient, every procedure, every 
time.

The goal of the Time Out 
Campaign is to prevent wrong-
site events through administra-
tors, physicians and front-line 
staff joining together to hold 
each other accountable for 
conducting effective Time Outs 
for every patient undergoing all 
types of invasive procedures.

“In recent years, the num-
ber of surgical/invasive proce-
dure events, particularly wrong-
site events, has increased in our 
state,” said Dr. Mark Heggem, 
Riverwood chief medical of-
fi cer. “Many of these events 
are related to the lack of an ef-
fective Time Out that includes 
visualization of the site mark 
and active participation by all 
procedural team members. 
At Riverwood, we are engag-
