Margin comes from managing your time

Outa’ here!
People today are under a lot 

of pressure. All around me I see 
families struggling to make ends 
meet. The influences our kids 
pick up from their peers and the 
Internet can also be negative and 
destructive. Society seems to be on 
a path to nowhere.

For the Christians I talk to, this 
is all very frustrating. And when it 
infi ltrates our homes, it becomes 
a downright battle. Everyday stuff 
can begin pressing in and taking 
its toll on you and your family. At 
times we can become emotionally 
and spiritually worn out.

I was recently asked to meet 
with and pray for a family that 
was experiencing a lot of turmoil 
and emotional drama. When I fi rst 
entered their home, I could feel a 
spiritual heaviness. We talked for a 
long time, and they all poured out 
their hearts. They said that things 
had been going on for at least a 
year or two – things that were not 
right. The family was very open 
and honest about what they had 
been experiencing. Feelings of 
anger, fear, anxiety, rage, depres-
sion, anxiousness … and the list 
went on. Some of them couldn’t 
get a good night’s sleep because of 
insomnia and bad dreams. These 
things that they were experiencing 
were not from God. 

They said that at night though 
would experience fear. They didn’t 
know why because they had noth-
ing of which to be frightened. 

Romans 8:15 says, “For you did 
not receive a spirit that makes 
you a slave again to fear, but you 
received the Spirit of sonship. 
And by him we cry, ‘Abba, Fa-
ther.’” (Abba is a Hebrew word 
of endearment for God, like 
“daddy.”)

Fear does not come from 
God. About anxiety, God’s Word 
says, “Cast all your anxiety on 
Him because He cares for you” (1 
Peter 5:7). We need to know that 
fear, anger, rage, anxiety, rebel-
lion and the like have no place in 
the Christian home. God wants 
you and your home to be fi lled 
with love, joy, peace, patience, 
kindness, goodness, faithful-
ness, gentleness and self control. 
These are the fruit of God’s Spirit 
(Galatians 5:22) and the very 
personality of Jesus.

So the family and I went 
around the house praying over 
each and every room. We anointed 
the door posts to each room and 
the exits with oil. We demanded 
in the name of Jesus that all spirits 
of darkness leave. We called each 
of them by the names mentioned 
earlier: anger rage, fear, addic-
tion, anxiety and all the others. 
Then we all prayed together that 
the peace of Jesus would reign in 
their lives and protect them from 
the devil’s schemes. We also dedi-
cated their house to God.

Within about an hour, the 
things that had plagued this fam-

ily for over a year were gone. This 
is not some mystical exorcism of 
something weird. It is simply do-
ing what Jesus tells us to do. In 
Luke 10:19 Jesus says, “I have 
given you authority to trample on 
snakes and scorpions and to over-

come all the power of the enemy; 
nothing will harm you.”

About a week later, I heard 
from the mother of that family. 
She said that the fighting had 
stopped and that their house was 
calmer and peaceful. They were 
sleeping great and the bad dreams 
had stopped. She also said that the 
family was praying together each 
day and had started a family Bible 
study. Glory to God!

God wants you empowered 
not beaten down – victorious, not 
defeated.

If you know Jesus Christ and 
believe He is the Son of God, you 
have more power than you can 
ever imagine.

Take time to learn of such 
things.

2. Dedication: Know who you 
want to please (John 5:30). You 
can’t please everyone. Even God 
can’t! Just about the time you get 
“Crowd A” happy, “Crowd B” will 
be upset with you. Jesus never let 
the fear of rejection manipulate 
Him. No one can pressure you 
without your permission.

3. Organization: Set clear 
goals (John 8:14). Jesus said, “I 
know where I came from and 
where I am going.” Preparation 
prevents pressure but procrasti-
nation produces it. You work by 
either priorities or pressures.

4. Concentration: Focus on 
one thing at a time (Luke 4:42–
44). You can’t chase two rabbits at 
the same time! Jesus knew how to 
handle interruptions without being 
distracted from His primary goal.

5. Delegation: Don’t try to 
do everything yourself (Mark 
3:14). We get tense when we feel 
it all depends on us. Jesus enlisted 

twelve disciples. Don’t allow the 
fear that others may not do as good 
a job as you, or that they may do 
a better job than you, to keep you 
from asking for help.

6. Meditation: Make a habit 
of prayer (Mark 1:35). No mat-
ter how busy Jesus got, He found 
time to get alone to pray every day. 
A daily quiet time is a great stress 
decompression chamber. Use this 
time to talk to God about your 
pressures and problems, evaluate 
your priorities, and discover the 
rules for successful living by read-
ing the Bible.

7. Relaxation: Take time to 
enjoy life (Mark 6:30-31). Balance 
is the key to stress management. 
Work must be balanced with fun 
and worship.

God wants His children to walk in peace and confi -
dence, and honestly, isn’t that what we want for our own 
children?
