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his ankle. If the priest failed to 
please God and died, the bells 
and gourds would go silent. If 
this happened, they could pull 

the priest out from under the 
curtain with the rope and not 
risk losing their lives as well. 

Entering in the presence 
of God was a very uncertain 
undertaking.

David dreamed of what we can 
freely do today – to commune with 
God on a personal level.

We don’t have to fear com-
ing into God’s presence like the 
Old Testament priests did. On 
the contrary, Hebrews 4:16 says, 
“Let us then approach the throne 
of grace with confi dence so that we 
may receive mercy and fi nd grace 
to help us in our time of need.” By 
the precious blood of Jesus, we can 
approach God not with fear but 
with confi dence in His love for us. 
David dreamed of seeking God in 
His temple, “Don’t you know that 
you yourselves are God’s temple 
and that God’s Spirit lives in you?” 
(1 Corinthians 3:16).

David’s prophesy was far off, 
but for us it’s here now. To gaze 
upon the beauty of the Lord and 
seek Him in His temple, we just 
need to look inside, each and 
every one of us.

The beauty of the Lord
“One thing I ask of the Lord, 

this is what I seek; that I may 
dwell in the house of the Lord 
all the days of my life, to gaze 
upon the beauty of the Lord and 
to seek Him in His temple.”

I can picture him running 
and jumping like a young colt.

In David’s day they wor-
shiped in a tabernacle, a large 
portable tent of meeting. The 
temple in Jerusalem would not be 
built until David’s son Solomon. 
The worship was quite different 
than today, with many festivals 
and religious celebrations. Once 
a year, the high priest, like the one 
pictured here, entered the temple 
and went behind the curtain into 
the Holy of Holies. This was 
where the Ark of the Covenant, 
the Mercy Seat of God, was 
placed. The priest’s objective was 
to ask God to forgive the sins of 
Israel, to repent for the twelve 
tribes, and ask God to bless them 
in the coming year. 

Preparing the priest to en-
ter God’s presence was an 
extremely detailed process. 
The priest was adorned with 
special priestly garments per-
fectly prepared for this special 
day. Everything needed to be 
exact, even down to the colors 
and stitching, or he may not 
pass God’s standards. If God 
did not accept the offerings or 
the priest’s presence, the priest 
could lose his life. Just in case, 
they sewed bells and pomegran-
ate gourds to the hem of his 
robe. They also tied a rope to
