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Got Joy?

Jesus said, “l am the true vine,
and my Father is the gardener”
(John 15:1).

In the Old Testament the word
vine is often used as a symbolic
term for Israel. Israel had a tough
time living according to the law.
It was impossible for man to fulfill
the law.

Jesus refers to Himself as the
true vine — the fulfillment of the
law and the new and prolific vine
that will bear much fruit in God’s
Kingdom. Under the law, Israel
had to work to achieve some form
of righteousness. In this new vine
Jesus was proposing, all we need
to do is abide in Him, stay con-
nected.

In verse 5 of John 15, Jesus
continues, “I am the vine; you are
the branches. If a man remains in
me and I in him, he will bear much
fruit; apart from me you can do
nothing.”

When we look at a vine, it
has many branches. Some of the
branches are rich in leaf and fruit
while others are weak and fruit-
less, soon to die. As the branch
on the vine dies and is no longer
useful to the vine, the gardener
cuts it off and throws it into the
fire. A dead branch is of no use
to the vine. The healthy branch,
however, is full of life. The sap
flows freely through the vine and
into the branch. It is the sap’s job

to grow the fruit.

So it is with Jesus. The Holy
Spirit flows through Jesus, the
vine, into us as healthy, connected
branches, and we begin to grow
fruit — the fruit of the Spirit: love,
joy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness, gentle-
ness and self-control (Galatians
5:22-23).

As the branches and the
fruit take on the character of
the vine, so are the fruits of the
spirit the very character of Jesus.
All we need do is remain in Him
and continue to draw on His
power, and we shall be fruitful
branches.

In verse 5 Jesus says, “Apart
from me you can do nothing.”
Some say they have done many
great things and don’t even be-
lieve in God. True, you can do all
sorts of wonderful things apart
from Jesus, but spiritually you are
a dead branch and will one day be
discarded.

Personally, 1 want to be a
branch full of life and good
fruit. The opposite of “apart
from me you can do nothing” is
“Remain in me and you can do
anything.”

In verse 8 Jesus says, “This
is to my Father’s glory, that you
bear much fruit, showing your-
selves to be my disciples.”

We are all disciples of Christ

as long as we continue to let Him
teach us.

Like fruit, we are in the pro-
cess of growing. We are being
transformed into the likeness of

Joel
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Amazing
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Christian
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Christ. Each branch should re-
semble the vine.

The first two fruits of the
Spirit mentioned in Galatians
5:22 are love and joy. These are
two examples of the character of
Jesus. His love for you is beyond
words, and He wants you full of
joy.

Jesus continues in verse 11
of 1 John, “I have told you this so
that my joy may be in you and that
your joy may be complete.”

If you are lacking joy in your
life, I would encourage you to
press in on Jesus. He has prom-
ised you joy when you abide
in Him. This is not work. The
vine provides everything to the
branch. All you need to do is stay
attached.
