Start by praising and honor-
ing God for who He is and what 
He has done.

“Your Kingdom come”
Know that His Spirit and 

Kingdom dwell within you. 
Pray that all people will come to 
know Jesus as their Savior and 
that God’s Kingdom continues 
to grow.

“Your will be done on earth 
as it is in Heaven”

Ask God daily to help you 
live according to His will so that 
His will can be done through 
you.

being interrupted by something 
needing their attention. This 
“coming back” happened less 
and less as the dying process 
came to its conclusion. Getting 
them to come back became more 
and more diffi cult.

This was very apparent with 
Mom when she would look as 
if she was bothered by my talk-
ing to her, and at one point she 
actually said she was busy and 
would I just be quiet. I didn’t 
think she was talking crazy. She 
was being very direct. After all, 
I’d been telling her if she wanted 
something, she should tell me 
and I would do it for her.

Once I quit interrupting her, 
she settled down and had plenty 
of time to take care of whatever 
she needed to. This could easily 

have been labeled as her want-
ing to sleep, but I think it was 
much more. In the end, it was 
very peaceful, warm and relax-
ing; for the pain was gone, and 
the waiting for something we’d 
been praying for had finally 
happened. Then, once again, 
we faced the realization that 
the body lying there was one 
of an empty body and that the 
person we’d known for so long 
wasn’t there.

This can be, and usually is, a 
very puzzling feeling since we’ve 
been used to seeing them living 
in this body for many years. 
What else would we feel but 
confused? Not bad, just con-
fused, even as we are grateful 
that they’ve gone on to a much 
more peaceful, comforting 

place. This is usually followed 
by envy, wishing we could have 
gone with them, knowing this is 
where we all end up.

As I refl ect on these experi-
ences, I look upon the emotions 
I felt – honor, peace, love, grati-
tude, and tremendous respect. 
I was proud to be a part of it. I 
fi nd the true lesson I got from 
the experience of watching a 
loved one die was to understand 
something very important, yet 
unexplainable, that many of us 
don’t get to see simply because 
we don’t allow ourselves to.

I still find myself feeling 
somewhat disconnected from 
everyone else, feeling like I’ve 
experienced something not of 
this world and yet very much in 
our world.

In Matthew 6:9–13, Jesus 
is teaching about prayer. The 
Lord’s Prayer is undoubtably the 
most spoken prayer in history. 
Most churches I have attended 
recite the Lord’s Prayer. The 
question is, was Jesus telling us 
what to pray or teaching us how 
to pray?

In verse 9 Jesus says, “This 
then is how you should pray.” In 
the King James Bible, Jesus says, 
“After this manner therefore pray 
ye.”

Throughout the Bible, God 
is referred to as Father by the 
prophets, but Jesus is referring 
to a personal relationship yet to 
come for everyone who would 
believe on His name.
