the bark to split exposing the tree to insect damage and dis-
ease. Severe damage can cause tree decline or even death. 
Remember to remove the wrap as the tree grows.

Pruning trees and shrubs is generally best left until late 
winter or spring for most plants. Pruning in fall will leave 
the cut stems vulnerable to further dieback at the cuts and 
may even encourage buds to sprout during mild weather. 
Dead or damaged limbs can be removed any time.

Rose bushes should not be pruned and blossoms should 
not be cut anymore as this will stimulate new, tender 
growth which will just be killed by the fi rst frost. Remove all 
old mulch from under and around the roses as it may har-
bor insect eggs or disease spores from infected fallen leaves.

Take down and clean out any birdhouses. 
Clean, sharpen and oil all garden tools. Paint the han-

dles of your garden tools in a bright color so you won’t lose 
them. How many times have you put down your tool to do 
some handwork and couldn’t fi nd it, or forgot it. If it had a 
bright color handle it would be easy to fi nd and not forget!

Fall is a good time to enlarge your garden or make it 
smaller. You can enlarge your garden and add any amend-
ments so it will be ready fi rst thing come spring! Fall is also 
a good time to put down any trellis for grapes, etc. They 
will be fi rmly set before you plant new vines in the spring.

Clean and put away furniture, pots, hanging baskets. 
Store clay and ceramic pots inside, and drain all hoses and 
store them inside too. Turn off outside water sources. Clean 
pots with a 10% bleach solution before storage to kill any 
pathogens lurking behind from the summer. 

Clean out window boxes. If window boxes are left in 
place they can be used for bows and Christmas decorations. 

The season is now over and your garden and yard is 
all tucked in for the long winter’s nap. By the time all this 
work is completed you will be glad to quit for the year! 
Come spring, you will be glad all this work is done and 
you can start again with your new dreamscape!

Isle scored on the fi rst play 
on a run by Matt Summers. An 
Oswald to Whitney pass was 
good for the two-point conver-
sion, and the Huskies were 
up 20-14 early in the fourth 
quarter.

Carlstrom brought the 
Huskie kickoff back 19 yards, al-
lowing the Mercs to start at their 
47-yard line. Three fi rst downs 
later, the Mercs were back in the 
end zone via a four-yard Carl-
strom run. Carlstrom ran in the 
two-point conversion, and the 
Mercs were back up 22-20.

In a performance described 
by Staska as “gutsy,” Oswald led 
the Huskies back. The Huskies 
drove 71 yards after the ensuing 
kickoff, with Oswald completing 
passes to Summers for a 31-yard 
play, Whitney for a 30-yard 
play, and fi nally to Weiers for a 
nine-yard touchdown to fi nish 
the drive. The two-point conver-
sion was good, again a pass 
from Oswald to Weiers, and Isle 
led 28-22 with just under four 
minutes left in the game.

After the kickoff, the Mercs 
started from their own 42. After 
a fi rst down run to the 49, Belz 
took off for a 51-yard touch-
down run. Carlstrom ran for the 
two-point conversion, and after 
just 42 seconds the Mercs were 
back in the lead, 30-28.

Isle returned the kickoff to 
their 46-yard line. They got as 

far as the Merc 45, but were 
forced over on downs back at the 
Huskies’ 47 by the McGregor 
defense in that key stop men-
tioned earlier. Carlstrom took the 
fi rst down handoff 47 yards for a 
touchdown. The conversion run 
failed, leaving the Mercs up 36-
28 with one minute, twenty-one 
seconds left in the game.

Game Over? “Not quite yet,” 
said Isle. They started their drive 
from their 43-yard line after the 
kickoff. They picked up three 
fi rst downs in driving to the 
McGregor seven-yard line. Along 
the way, Belz broke up a pass in 
the McGregor end zone. Upon 
reaching the Merc seven-yard 
line, the Huskies were penalized 
back to the 12 with just a hand-
ful of seconds left. After the ball 
was set, the clock was re-started 
with time running out before Isle 
could get off a play. (There is a 
difference between high school 
rules and those of college and 
pro ball regarding re-starting 
the clock after a penalty, out of 
bounds play, etc. The offi cials 
behaved consistently throughout 
the game re: placing the ball and 
starting the clock.) 

Oswald, the Isle Homecom-
ing King, played royally. He 
ran well, was able to escape the 
Merc rush on multiple occasions, 
and in those instances where his 
passes weren’t quite on target, 
his receivers made some nice 

plays to go get the ball for him.
McGregor’s defense tackled 

well after the fi rst quarter, put 
pressure on Oswald consistently, 
and broke up multiple passes. 
After the game, Coach Staska 
observed “We could have made 
it easier on ourselves,” but at 
the same time gave Isle deserved 
credit saying, “… they just kept 
making plays.” 

Another item deserving men-
tion is the play of the McGregor 
linemen. The Mercs are blessed 
with talented running backs, who 
are benefi ting from some fi ne line 
play in order to deliver the big 
plays that are being seen with reg-
ularity. Overall, the Mercs offense 
ran for 361 yards, led by Belz with 
201, and Carlstrom with 157.
