The Lord’s Prayer: Part three

Last week we looked at Jesus� 
parable about the unmerciful 
servant and how unforgiveness 
destroyed his life.

Return with me to Matthew 
6:12, where in The Lord�s Prayer 
Jesus says, �Forgive us our debts 
as we also have forgiven our 
debtors.� The next thing Jesus 
says in verse 13 is, �And lead us 
not into temptation, but deliver 
us from the evil one.�

Then in verse 14, �For if you 
forgive men when they sin against 
you, your Heavenly Father will 
also forgive you. But if you do not 
forgive men their sins, your Fa-
ther will not forgive your sins.�

Is Jesus warning us that we 
can be tempted by the devil not to 
forgive and therefore put God in 
the position of not forgiving us?

What kind of a church would 
the body of Christ be if we all held 
grudges and refused to forgive 
each other for whatever reason 
or misunderstanding? When we 
hold on to unforgiveness, we play 
into the devil�s plan to divide and 
conquer.

Ephesians 4:26�27 says, �In 
your anger, do not sin. Do not 
let the sun go down while you 
are still angry, and do not give 
the devil a foothold.�

It�s easy to let something 
that is said or done continue to 
build inside you. This can turn to 
anger, and after awhile bitterness 
can easily take hold. This bitter 
root can grow and entangle your 
very being. Before you know it, 
you are actually walking in a 
place of unforgiveness.

When Jesus says, �And lead 
us not into temptation, but de-
liver us from the evil one,� He is 
saying, Watch out, guard your-
self, and treat each other with 
love and understanding.

In Colossians 3:13 Paul 
says, �Bear with each other and 
forgive whatever grievances you 
may have against one another. 
Forgive as the Lord forgave 
you.�

We are very blessed to have 
Jesus as our example, not only 
in what He said but also in what 
He did.

He came to earth to give 
gifts of love and salvation. But 
he was not received; instead 
he was beaten, hit with clubs, 
His beard was torn out of His 
face. They whipped Him with 
a cat-o�-nine-tails laced with 
sharp, broken pieces of pottery. 
They impaled His scalp with 
a wreath of thorns. They even 

stopped whipping Him only 
so He wouldn�t die before they 
could crucify Him. Then they 
took Him to a place called The 
Skull where they hammered 
large spikes through His hands 
and feet. 

While He hung there � this 
man bringing such beautiful 
gifts � they cursed at Him and 
called Him names. They spit at 
Him and then a soldier ran a 
sword through His side to let 
out the water that had built up 
in His abdomen. 

Through the blood in His 
eyes, running down from His 
�crown,� He looked out over 
the gawking groups, and with 
the heart of God said, �Father, 
forgive them for they know not 
what they do.�

If He could forgive them, 
then surely I can forgive you.

There is no end to what 
Jesus wants to teach us through 
His famous prayer. We have 
touched only the tip of it.

Thank you, Jesus.

The women of First Lu-
theran, Aitkin, will host Dr. 
Jerene Mortenson, on Sunday, 
October 11, at 2:00 p.m. She 
is the mother of Greg Morten-
son, the mountain climber and 
builder of schools and coauthor 
of Three Cups of Tea, which 
tells the story of how he began 
building schools for girls in 
Afghanistan and Pakistan. The 
book was coauthored by writer 
David Oliver Relin.

Dr. Mortenson will speak 
and show slides supporting 
her son�s work, �One Man�s 
Mission to Promote Peace One 
School at a Time,� the subtitle 
of his book.

Dr. Mortenson currently is 
retired and lives in Roseville, but 
previously she was the principal 
of Westside Elementary School 
in River Falls, WI, where stu-
dents � rst conceived the idea 
of collecting pennies to help 

her son Greg raise money for 
schools. Westside Elementary 
School students began the Pen-
nies for Peace program, which 
now includes 10,000 schools 
and other groups that have 
raised more than $10 million 
dollars in pennies to support 
building these schools.

After building the � rst school, 
Greg Mortenson founded the 
Central Asia Institute (CAI), 
which has continued building 
schools. The villagers donate 
land and labor and thus have a 
vested interest in the continued 
success of the school. The CAI 
has now built more than 80 
schools in these impoverished 
areas.

Greg Mortenson was born 
in Minnesota but grew up in 
Tanzania where his parents 
were Lutheran missionaries. He 
graduated from Alexander Ram-
sey High School in Roseville, 

and was trained and worked as 
a nurse at the time he undertook 
his failed climb of K-2. 

After the people of an im-
poverished village took him in 
and nursed him back to health, 
he promised to come back and 
build them a school for girls. 
He now spends much of his 
time lecturing and fundraising 
to support that effort. 

Three Cups of Tea docu-
ments his experiences and was 
a best seller for more than two 
years. A young reader�s version 
has recently been printed.

First Lutheran women invite 
all community members who are 
interested to hear this presenta-
tion and to join them afterwards 
for chai tea and scones and cof-
fee and cake.
