Modern civilization

“Modern civilization is so 
complex as to make the devo-
tional life all but impossible. 
It wears us out by multiplying 
distractions and beats us down 
destroying our solitude, where 
otherwise we might drink and 
renew our strength before go-
ing out to face the world again. 
‘The thoughtful soul to solitude 
retires,’ said the poet of other 
and quieter times; but where 
is the solitude to which we can 
retire today?

“‘Commune with your own 
heart upon your bed and be still,’ 
is wise and healing counsel; but 
how can it be followed in this day 
of newspaper, telephone, radio 
and television?”

“These modern playthings, 

like pet tiger cubs, have grown 
so large and dangerous that they 
threaten to devour us all. What 
was intended to be a blessing has 
become a positive curse.

“No spot is now safe from 
the world’s intrusion. The need 
for solitude and quietness was 
never greater than it is today. 
What the world will do about it 
is their problem. Apparently the 
masses want it the way it is, and 
the majority of Christians are so 
completely conformed to this 
present age that they, too, want 
things the way they are.

“They may be annoyed a 
bit by the clamor and by the 
goldfish-bowl existence they 
live, but apparently they are not 
annoyed enough to do anything 
about it.”

should we protect our special 
time with our Lord and Savior 
Jesus Christ every day?

Isaiah 40:31; But those who wait on the LORD Shall renew their 
strength; They shall mount up with wings like eagles, They shall run 
and not be weary, They shall walk and not faint. (NKJV)

About five years ago we 
moved our small church into the 
VFW in McGregor. We needed 
the space, and they said yes. It 
has been a true blessing for our 
congregation.

As I look around the VFW, I 
am reminded of how much our 
freedoms as Americans have 
cost. Freedom is far from free. 
It comes at a very high price. 
I thank God for the men and 
women throughout history who 
paid the ultimate price for that 
freedom. 

One of the freedoms we 
hold dearly is our freedom of 
religion.

Long before we became a 
nation, the Church in Europe 
had gained power over the 
people. Just like the priests of 
Jesus’ day, the Church ruled 
society – over 1,000 years of 
church domination.

However,  in 1508 the 
Church was about to get a jump 
start. A young scholar named 
Martin Luther decided to enter a 
monastery. He was raised in the 
Church and dedicated himself to 
becoming a monk. He worked 
hard, practicing all the rituals 
and penances of the Church. 
One day, however, while reading 
in the book of Romans, he read 
something that would change his 
life. He read, “The righteous and 
just shall live by faith.” 

This fl ew in the face of all 
he was practicing. That day, by 
the grace of God and the en-

lightenment of the Holy Spirit, 
Martin Luther realized that 
salvation came through faith in 
Jesus Christ, not tradition. This 
awakening in 1508 not only 
changed his life but changed 
the course of history. Martin 
Luther became the leader of 
the Reformation, bringing the 
power of the Word of God back 
to the people.

This would threaten the 
Church in Europe as hundreds 
of thousands of people pulled 
away from church rule and into 
the freedom of Christ.

The Church called the peo-
ple “Protestants,” which means 
“one who makes a protest.” As 
a result, the Church started wars 
in Germany, France, Switzer-
land, the Netherlands, Spain, 
England, Scotland, and Scan-
dinavia. Called The Religious 
Wars, they lasted over 100 
years. 

I wonder how many of our 
ancestors died back then for our 
religious freedoms today?

Many sailed to the New 
World, and in 1607 the United 
States was colonized by An-
glican Puritans in Virginia. In 
1615 the Dutch Reformed came 
to New York, and the Puritans 
to Massachusetts in 1620. In 
1681 a charter was enacted that 
declared religious liberty on our 
shores. Thus our country came 
into being on the principles of 
religious tolerance for all, and 
absolute separation of church 

and state.
Let’s go back to Martin 

Luther in 1508. 
I don’t know what Scripture 

he read on that day. Maybe it 
was, “Therefore since we have 

been justifi ed through faith, we 
have peace with God through 
our Lord Jesus Christ, through 
whom we have gained access by 
faith into this grace in which we 
now stand” (Rom. 5:1-2).

Whatever scripture he read, 
it started a fi re storm – a revival 
of spiritual freedom that is still 
alive throughout the world 
today.

So as I sit in this little church 
today, I am reminded of all those 
who went before us. Christians 
with integrity and honor, who 
understood the call to walk in 
faith and knew the value of what 
God had placed before them.

Martin Luther understood 
that true freedom comes through 
Jesus Christ.
