But when the Redwood trees 
embrace their uniqueness then 
shallow roots, forest fi res, lack of 
light and rain disappear and they 
grow closer to God.

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Searching for treasures
Over the past few years, hunt-

ing for treasures from the past 
has increased, especially artifacts 
associated with God and biblical 
history. 

Awhile back, I saw a show 
about the Ark of the Covenant. In 
the Old Testament, this Ark sat 
behind the curtain in the temple 
in the place called the Holy of 
Holies. Only the high priest could 
enter this place once a year on the 
Day of Atonement. He would ap-
proach the Ark of the Covenant, 
the Mercy Seat of God, and ask 
God to forgive the sins of all Israel 
for the past year.

Many people in the Bible died 
just by touching the Ark.

I saw another show that stated 
the Ark is believed to be in the 
hands of the Knights Templar, 
safely tucked away where no one 
will ever fi nd it.

The Discovery and History 
channels, among others, are fi lled 
with the explorations of the Holy 
Lands and the journeys of count-
less archeologists and treasure 
hunters throughout the ages.

for understanding, and if you 
look for it as for silver and search 
for it as for hidden treasure, then 
you will understand the fear of 
the Lord and fi nd the knowledge 
of God.”

The prophet Isaiah, speaking 
of Jesus the Messiah, says, “He 
will be the sure foundation of your 
times, a rich store of salvation 
and wisdom and knowledge; the 
fear of the Lord is the key to this 
treasure” (Isaiah 33:6).

The Bible tells us that wis-
dom and knowledge are the true 
treasure. This is because if we 
have wisdom and knowledge 
from God, we will make godly 
choices. The most important 
choice we can make is to live for 
Christ. Then and only then, God’s 
treasure chest is opened.

Isaiah said that Jesus is the key 
to this treasure.

“In the beginning was the 

Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God. He 
was with God in the beginning 
(John 1:1–2).

Jesus is the Word, and the 
Bible is the Word. Jesus is the 

treasure, and the Bible is where 
the treasure is located.

For generations archeolo-
gists and treasure hunters have 
also been searching for the Holy 
Grail. On a recent TV program, 
they talked about all the places 
the Holy Grail could be. The 
Holy Grail is believed to be the 
cup Jesus drank from at the last 
supper. It would be very exciting 
to fi nd such a wonderful piece of 
history.

But instead of chasing after 
the cup from which Jesus drank, 
we should be chasing after the one 
who drank out of the cup.

Pine trees, oak trees, ash trees, 
maple trees – I could go on and on 
about the 65 or so kinds of trees in 
North America. But the redwood 
tree – now there is a tree! The 
redwood tree is very unique. It has 
one of the longest life spans of any 
plant in the world and grows to be 
one of the tallest. A Christian can 
learn a lot from the redwood tree 
about the uniqueness of serving 
Jesus Christ.

The redwood tree uniquely 
deals with the forces of nature. 
God creatively built in a few sur-
prises to help the tree outlive and 
outgrow almost everything else.

Most trees have a root system 
that grows deep and long into the 
earth to anchor the tree and feed 
it. Not the redwood. The redwood 
tree uniquely integrates its roots 
with other redwoods close to the 
top of the earth. This integration 
of intertwining roots helps all the 
redwood trees stay together and 
live a long and healthy life.

We can learn a huge church 
lesson from the redwood trees. 
When we join a church and 
uniquely integrate ourselves with 
others, they will hold us up and 
support us in time of fi erce winds 
and adversity.

The redwood trees have a 
unique thick bark that protects

them from fi re. All else may burn 
up around them, but they stay 
standing and are even stronger 
as a testimony for having gone 
through the fi re. The redwoods 
stand as a testimony to the creativ-
ity of God’s plan for the universe 
– much like a Christian who has 
gone through the fi re of adversity 
sharing their testimony and how 
they are stronger for Christ as a 
result.

The redwoods use light more 
efficiently than a normal tree. 
Redwoods look up for light and 
strength. Looking left, right or 
down for light for a redwood 
provides only a distraction for 
what they need to survive and be 
healthy. A Christian life is a lot like 
that. As we keep our eyes focused 
on Jesus the issues of life grow 
surprisingly dim. The redwoods 
thrive in their uniqueness. They 
use what they were given and do 
not whine about what they don’t 
have.

And the redwoods don’t rely 
on other sources of water; they 
create their own. They are an 
example of what the Garden of 
Eden could have been like. They 
uniquely condense heavy fog into 
drenching rain that provides the 
moisture they need to grow. The 
redwoods don’t complain about
