Neutrality (partial defini-
tion): (1) Not taking part in 
either side; (2) Giving no active 
aid; (3) Not aligning with either 
side in a power struggle.

Dianne is a tireless cru-
sader for the needy and wants 
people to know the following 
about hunger: “Hunger does 
not take a vacation,” she said. 
“We need stuff year around. 
Money buys more, but if a 
person doesn’t want to give 
money, they don’t have to; 
they can give four cans of 
beans, because that’s what a 
food shelf is – food. But we do 
have expenses as well.” 

Dianne wants to encourage 
those who fi nd themselves in 
a situation where they cannot 
afford to buy food to use this 
resource. She explained that 
food shelf eligibility is based 
on income guidelines, but an 
honor system is used in lieu of 
lots of paperwork to prove in-
come. “We follow Federal pov-
erty guidelines, and the State of 
Minnesota uses what they call 
the 200% rule; that means that 
they can make twice as much

money as the Federal poverty 
guidelines. It’s a formula, of 
course,” she stated. “The rea-
son Minnesota has the 200% 
rule is that they do not want 
to turn anyone away,” Dianne 
continued. “We have a list of 
about 10 programs like WIC 
or Minnesota Care, and if ap-
plicants qualify for any of them, 
they are eligible to take part in 
the food shelf program.”

“Even if someone doesn’t 
qualify, and they come to the 
food shelf and say, ‘I have 
nothing,’ I serve them one time 
and then refer them to another 
program through Health and 
Human Services.”

Dianne gratefully ac-
knowledges the support of the 
community. “We are very well 
supported by all the church-
es in the area. Nearly every 
church has a contact person or 
persons and volunteers in the 
food shelf. We also get support 

from the Cromwell-Wright and 
McGregor Schools.”

You may donate food and 
other items (e.g., baking, laun-
dry, personal hygiene products) 
any time at one of the four food 
shelf receptacles located at 
the Tamarack post offi ce, the 
Wright post offi ce, the Co-op in 
Wright and Hometown Family 
Foods in Cromwell. Many area 
churches also collect donations 
for the food shelf. However, if 
it’s freezing when you want to 
make your donation, please 
make your drop-off at the site 
when they’re open, which is 
Fridays from 3:00 to 5:30.
