Russell Lawrence Ruud, age 83 of Palisade, Minnesota, 
passed away Thursday, October 22, 2009, at the Kaiser 
Permanente Hospital in Newport Beach, California, due to 
a heart attack.

Russell was born on June 1, 
1926, in Minneapolis, the son 
of William and Helen Ruud. He 
graduated from Robbinsdale High 
School in 1944. He entered the 
Naval Reserve OfÞ cers Training 
Corps in 1944 and majored in 
electrical engineering at Marquette 
University in Milwaukee, Wiscon-
sin. When the war ended, he com-
pleted his service as a seaman and 
then transferred to the University 
of Minnesota, graduating in 1948 with a bachelor of science 
degree in plant industry. In 1964 he was certiÞ ed to teach 
agricultural education. 

He married Clarice Harstad on September 1, 1951, 
in Minneapolis, Minn., and together they began the Gun 
Lake Potato Farm. RussellÕs study of soils at the U of M led 
him to Aitkin CountyÕs peat land. In 1949 he bought 160 
acres of undeveloped peat land, and along with Clarice, by 
1956 had established a core of developed potato Þ elds that 
continues to this day. 

RussellÕs dedication to land conservation and agricul-
ture led him to both educate and lead the community. In 
1974 Russell was elected Soil and Water Supervisor of the 
Second District, taking over from his uncle Albert Ruud. He 
held that position for 35 years until his death on October 22. 
He also served as president of the Minnesota Association of 
Resource Conservation Districts (RC&D) and the Aitkin 
County Soil and Water Conservation District. He was active 
with the Minnesota Farmers Union, Onanegozie RC&D 
Council, the Aitkin County Water Planning Task Force, and 
Bethel Lutheran Church. He taught High School Agriculture 
at Maple Lake, Minn., Hoffman, Minn., Pacoima Sr. High 
School in Los Angeles, Calif., and Milaca High School. He 
also taught the Veterans Cooperative Farm Management 
course from 1973 to 1980 at Aitkin, Minn.

A memorial service was held Saturday, October 31, 
2009, from Bethel Lutheran Church in Palisade with Rev. 
William Sass ofÞ ciating. Military honors were provided by 
the Aitkin VFW and American Legion Posts. Burial will be 
in the Holden Cemetery at a later date. 

He is survived by his wife of 58 years, Clarice of 
Palisade; 2 sons, Aaron (Phyllis) of Soroti, Uganda; Paul 
(Judith) of SpringÞ eld, Virg., Þ ve grandchildren: Rebecca 
(Nic), Melissa, Russell, Willow, and Margaret; one great-
grandchild, Nicodemus. He was preceded in death by his 
parents, William and Helen Ruud and one brother Warren 
Ruud.
