RECORD: Anything that is
written down and preserved as
evidence; preserved for future
reference.

WITNESS: Attesting of a fact,
statement, evidence. A person
who saw or can give a firsthand
account. Something providing or
serving as evidence.

(Partial definition from Web-
ster s Dictionary.)

The Bible is arecord and a wit-
ness of God the Father, God the
Son and God the Holy Spirit. God
through the Holy Spirit tells of
creation, the sad fall of mankind,
of beautiful redemption and the
future. He wants us to know.

(All emphasis mine in the fol-
lowing Scripture passages.)

First John 5:5-8 tells of a
three-fold witness and starts off
with asking a question: “Who
is he that overcometh the world
[system], but he that believeth that
Jesus is the Son of God? This is
He that came by water and blood,
Jesus Christ: not by water only,
but by water and blood. And it
is the Spirit that beareth witness,
because the Spirit is truth. For
there are three that bear record
in heaven, The Father, The Word
[which is Jesus (John 1:1)] and
the Holy Ghost; and these three
are one. And there are three that
bear witness in earth, The Spirit,
and the water, and the blood; and
these three agree in one.”

The Holy Spirit was present at
Jesus’ conception and birth (Mat.
1:18, Luke 1:31-35).

God and the Holy Spirit
were present at Jesus’ water
baptism (Mat. 3:16,17).

God and the Holy Spirit
were present at the Cross
and Resurrection (Mat.
27:50-53).

Each major event was
attended by the three-fold
Deity. That is the witness.

Again in | John 5:9-13,
scripture tells us, “If we
receive the witness of men
[and we do, don’t we? Our
court system works this
way], the witness of God is
greater! For this is the witness
of God which He hath testi-

ed of His Son.

“He that believeth on the
Son of God hath the witness
in himself: he that believeth
not God hath made him a
liar; because he believeth not
the record that God gave of
His Son.

“And this is the record,
that God hath given to us
eternal life, and this life is
in His Son. He that hath
the Son hath life: and he
that hath not the Son hath
not life.

“These things have |
written unto you that believe
on the name of the Son of
God: that ye may know that
ye have eternal life, and that
ye may believe on the Name
of the Son of God.”

God has given to the
believer His Spirit to give

witness that we belong to Him and
to be assured of eternal life with
Him upon our physical death.
The believer/follower/adherer of
Jesus knows in his own spirit that

he is going to make heaven. It’s
the real deal.

“The spirit himself beareth
witness with our spirit, that we
are the children of God” (Romans
8:16).

“And because ye are sons,
God hath sent forth the Spirit of
His Son into your hearts, crying,
Abba, Father” (Galatians 4:6).

It is the witness in a believer’s
spirit that they have eternal life
when they pass away and they
know that fact beyond a shadow
of a doubt.
