A member of the�

www.cromwellmedicalclinic.com

The miracle book
The Bible is a miracle book! It 

is a book inspired by God (2 Peter 
1:20�21).

�Knowing this � rst, that no 
prophecy of the scripture is of any 
private interpretation. For the 
prophecy came not in old time by 
the will of man: but holy men of 
God spoke as they were moved by 
the holy ghost.� This was a func-
tion of the Holy Spirit. He came 
upon their minds, hearts and spir-
its to pen down exactly what God 
wanted man to know. 

The Bible is comprised of 66 
books and 35 authors� spanning 
over 1,500 years.

The writers, inspired by God, 
were of all different walks of life. 
Some were educated, some were 
uneducated, others were � sher-
men, a couple of kings, public 
of� cials, farmers, teachers, a phy-
sician, some were prophets. But 
they all had a special unction from 
God for a speci� c purpose.

The subjects ranged from reli-
gion, history, law, science, poetry, 
biography and prophecy.

And it 
would be a dangerous thing 
for us to do. 

The Bible claims a special 
power: �For the Word of God 
is quick (alive because it has 
the Holy Spirit�s presence) 
and powerful, and sharper 
than any two-edged sword, 
piercing to the dividing of 
soul and spirit, joints and 
marrow and is a discerner of 
the thoughts and intents of 
the heart.�

We cannot escape from 
God. God says we are fool-
ish to ignore Him, and He 

extends mercy, patience and His 
continuing Holy Spirit ministry 
over men, women and children.

But the question is: How long 
will our life be on earth? Do we 
have a guarantee of so many days 

to �get right with God�? I guess 
not as the cemetery is full of men, 
women and children of all ages. 
God can do no more for us�He�s 
done it all! The rest is up to us.

�God through the Holy Spirit 
moving upon holy men says, �Take 
heed brethren, lest there be in any 
of you and evil heart of unbelief, 
in departing from the living God�� 
(Hebrews 3:15). His words, not 
mine!

Whether we want to believe it 
or not, whether we do believe it 
or not, the Bible is the last Word

Penny 
listed some of the many ser-
vices available. �We have � ve 
public access computers, WiFi, 
fax, books on CD, e-Audios, 
videos, DVDs, audio books, 
large-print books, a scanner 
for public use, color printer, 
several databases,� she de-
scribed.

In this age of informa-
tion, no one has any reason 
to be �out of touch.� Are you 
without a computer or Inter-
net access? Go to the library 
and set up an e-mail account. 
Penny shared how this service 
recently helped a man who 
needed to send a document 
to a friend. �He came in,� 
said Penny, �and scanned the 
document, then sent it to his 
e-mail, then sent it on to his 
friend. The whole process was 
completed in only minutes.�

Since Blanche Elf wrote 

her article in 1985, circulation 
has increased dramatically, with 
approximately 30,000 books 
circulated in 2008. At this time, 
about 15,000 items line the 
shelves of the library.

Ongoing projects at the 
library necessitate continued 
fundraising. The Lights of 
Love project, which has been 
taking place for over 20 years, 
is going on now. The Lights of 
Love project gives people an 
opportunity to purchase a bulb 
for the library�s Christmas tree 
in honor of or in memory of a 
loved one. You can purchase a 

bulb now for a $5.00 per light 
per person donation.

The library�s current hours 
are Tuesdays, 2:00�7:00, 
Wednesdays, 10:00�5:30; 
Thursdays, 2:00�7:00; Fridays, 
10:00�4:30; and Saturdays, 
9:00�1:00 (closed Sundays 
and Mondays).
