MCGREGOR, Minn. — 
Franklin and Darlene Turnock 
of McGregor and Markell Vogt 
of Palisade were delegates to 
the 70th Annual Minnesota 
Farmers Union Convention in 
Minneapolis. With resolutions 
submitted from local units, the 
delegates passed a policy that 
the organization will advocate 
for in the upcoming year.

Three special orders of 
business were also passed. One 
calls for the reinstatement of 
the Homestead Credit (Home-
stead Market Value Credit). 
One was on the farm bill, which 
calls for meaningful payment 
limitations, a strong safety net 
for all crops when prices are 
low, as well as for dairy farmers 
when the farm gate price falls 
below the cost of production. 
One calls for Minnesota Farm-
ers Union to send comments 
to the Department of Labor 
opposing a proposed rule that 
could prohibit certain children 
from farm activities and could 
negatively impact 4-H, FFA, 
and youth who wish to work on 
farms and in agriculture.

“The special orders our 
delegates passed are refl ective of 
the big issues at this time and the 

action Minnesota Farmers Union 
needs to take as we represent our 
members,” said Doug Peterson, 
Minnesota Farmers Union Presi-
dent. “We will be armed with 
our special orders and policy as 
we advocate for rural Minnesota 
and family farms.”

Speakers during the 
convention and banquet 
included Governor Mark 
Dayton; Senator Amy Klobu-
char; Don Baloun, Natural 
Resources Conservation 
Service State Conservationist; 
Dave Fredrickson, Minnesota 
Department of Agriculture 
Commisioner; Brian Jennings, 

Executive Vice President 
of American Coalition for 
Ethanol; Dr. Bill Hartmann, 
State Veterinarian for Board 
of Animal Health; and Roger 
Johnson, National Farmers 
Union President.

“Being a member of 
Farmers Union is important 
because we have a say in MFU 
policy and know that when we 
are busy on the farm, MFU 
is there fi ghting for the is-
sues we fi nd important,” said 
Vogt. “Farmers Union is like 
a family, we look out for each 
other.”
