If 
we can do that, there might be 
fewer family fi res to put out this 
Christmas season.

There’s a price tag for be-
ing a people-builder: It requires 
unselfi shness. 

But why should we do it? 
“In response to all he has done 
for us, let us outdo each other 
in being helpful and kind to 
each other and in doing good.” 
(Hebrews 10:24, TLB) 

At some point, the Romans 
confuse the word “cristos” with 
“crestos.” Cristos means Christ; 
Crestos, in Latin, means kind-
ness. In a roundabout way, that 
confusion can teach us some-

thing: Christians should be the 
kindest of all people. 

I want to give you an objec-
tive – and that is to be a people-
builder not just for this holiday 
season, but for the rest of your 
life. Begin by writing down the 
name of one person you want 
to help build up, then stop and 
pray. 

Ask God to show you that 
person’s strengths. We always 
build on our strengths, not on 
our weaknesses. Write down 
whatever strengths you’ve seen 
in him or her in the past. 

Then tell that person, “I’ve 
been thinking about you be-
cause I really care about you. I

Understanding she had commit-
ted the ultimate betrayal worthy 
of stoning, he was still unwilling 
to expose her to the law but in-
stead wanted to protect her life.

Imagine the scorn directed 
toward Mary when news leaked 
out that she was pregnant by 
someone other than Joseph. Very 
few would believe that the Holy 
Spirit impregnated her. 

Under all of this stress, nei-
ther Joseph nor Mary did or said 
anything to turn the situation 
into a front-page story. They 
simply kept their thoughts to 
themselves and went about the 
business at hand.
